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Viewfield House is a rather special property reputed to
be the former Excise man’s house in the village. The
connection of course is through the whisky distilleries
of the time. A date stone on the rear of the building
has the property dated at 1859.

The subjects comprise an Entrance Hallway, and
elegant Lounge with a superb decorative ceiling and
cornice. A bespoke Breakfasting Kitchen, well
appointed. TV/Snug, Dining Room/5™ Bedroom, 4
further Double Bedrooms, a fully tiled Bathroom and
separate Cloakroom.

Warmth throughout the home is provided from an oil
fired central heating system. The windows are double
glazed with the exception of the TV/Snug.

Externally there is a substantial driveway which can
accommodate 8 vehicles, this has a tarmac driveway
leading to a large garage. The grounds around the
house are laid to a flower border at the front whilst to
the rear the garden is fully enclosed and laid
predominantly to lawn with flowering shrub borders and
a raised patio area, enclosed bin store and garden
shed.

The situation of Viewfield House is within walking
distance of all of the village amenities. There is access
to the A9 which bypasses Blackford. Glasgow,
Edinburgh, Loch Tayside and the Fife towns are all
within commuting distance.

It is likely this style of property together with its superb
family accommodation, well presented throughout will
no doubt appeal to a broad range of purchasers but
must be viewed to be fully appreciated.

ENTRANCE VESTIBULE

Entered via a double opening timber doors together
with a large timber door with glazed panelling leading
into the hallway.

ENTRANCE HALL (17’ x 7))

A roomy and welcoming entrance hallway with rather
attractive solid wood floor. This area also has an
excellent shelved walk in storage cupboard with further
cupboard containing the electrics. One radiator.

BEDROOM (13'4” X 7°3")

Front facing double bedroom with large double glazed
window overlooking Stirling Street. Shelved wardrobe
with hanging space. One radiator.

BEDROOM (14'10” X 9'6")

Generously proportioned double bedroom with large
rear facing double glazed window and shelved storage
area. One radiator.

DINING ROOM (14'7" x 13'10")

Dining Room enjoying a situation to the front of the
house and featuring a lovely solid wood hard floor.
The dining room is ideally proportioned for its purpose
but would also be suitable for use as a further
bedroom, bedroom 5, if required. Built in shelved wall
cupboard. Large double glazed front facing window
with working shutters.

INNER HALLWAY (25'7" x 3")

This area has a walk in storage/coats and boot area.
One radiator. There is also a double glazed access
door.

LOUNGE (24'8” x 14'4™)

An elegant lounge reputed to be a former Boardroom
with original intricate ceiling cornicing and plasterwork.
It is indeed a work of art. The room is tastefully
decorated and features a superb focal fire surround
incorporating an open fire. There is a large side facing
double glazed window together with a wonderful walk
in bay window overlooking the rear garden. The
flooring is parquet flooring. Shelved book display,
deep skirting, wall lighting, TV point and covered
radiator. Telephone point.




BEDROOM (13'1” X 10'6")

The main bedroom located to the front of the house
and on the ground floor. This has been beautifully
appointed with built in wardrobes and storage shelving
together with vanity area by Hammonds. Tall ceiling
with decorative picture rail, large front facing double
glazed window, one radiator.

CLOAKROOM (67" x 3'2")

Comprising a wash hand basin and WC in traditional
white. Tastefully tiled to dado level and with tiled floor.
Extractor fan, recessed spotlighting, electric shaving
point, one radiator.

BATHROOM (8'5" x 6'9")

Tastefully and fully tiled bathroom. Comprising a
pedestal wash hand basin, WC and bath all in
traditional white with tap operated shower attachment
at the bath, together with a large separate shower
cubicle with power shower. Tiled floor, two double
glazed windows with tiled sills, spot lighting, one
radiator.

TVISNUG (12’ x 9'4")

A cosy room situated to the rear of the house and
featuring two side facing windows, both with lovely
deep display sills to either side of a focal fireplace
incorporating an open coal fire. One of the windows
has useful under stairs storage cupboard. There is
also a further useful under stairs storage cupboard and
doorway to the large flagstone patio. TV point,
telephone point, one radiator.

KITCHEN (154" X 10'7")

A bespoke kitchen featuring a wonderful range of wall
and base mounted units, all of which provide generous
storage together with extensive worktop surfaces
incorporating a one and half bowl stainless steel sink
with mixer tap, drainer and plumbing for an integrated
dishwasher and automatic washing machine.
Integrated fridge and freezer and built in microwave
oven. A superb feature of the wonderful kitchen is the
Raeburn Nouvelle Range which also provides the
cooking and heating facilities.

There is access
into the attic space which provides further superb
storage. Recessed ceiling spot lighting, telephone
point, one radiator.



EXTERNALLY
There is a substantial tarmac driveway which can accommodate up to 8 vehicles, this is enclosed by double opening

gates and leads to a larger than average garage. There is a flower border in the front of the house whilst to the rear,
the garden is much larger and is laid out predominately to lawn with flower and shrub boarders, together with a most
attractive raised flagstone patio area again with flower and shrub borders. There is an enclosed area for bin store

and a garden shed.
